Eadward Muybridge “Matrix bullet” technique Eric Staller - Light Trails

In this project you will learn about the creative potential of varying the control of the shutter
speed, or exposure, of your camera. Values are recorded in seconds or in fractions (eg, 1/200th)
The techniques such as blurring, freezing and panning using very fast or slow shutter

speeds, and repeated/overlaid images, to capture and suggest motion have been used as creative
techniques for many years, from the earliest experiments by Eadward Muybridge, via the Futurists,
to Youtubers the Slo-Mo guys and Light Trails / Painting with Light photography.
